Jeff Knowles & Phil Chappell, Religious and Values Education (‘RaVE’) teachers at Canberra Grammar School (CGS), have developed teaching materials which address all five strands of Peter Vardy’s approach through the lens of the ‘Matrix’ series of films. We would like to present these materials in a slightly modified format for teachers in the ACT region using the five strand approach, in order that teachers can see how we have done this while also enabling teachers to gather some teaching materials to further facilitate the teaching of RaVE.

To this end, we have organised this P.D. opportunity. The first workshop will run at CGS on Thursday September 1st. On this day, Jeff & Phil will introduce the RaVE Days and cover teaching materials focused on ‘Animatrix’ and ‘The Matrix’. There will be a follow-up workshop on Wednesday November 2nd where the focus will shift to ‘Matrix Reloaded’ and ‘Matrix Revolutions’. The days will run from 09:00 to 16:00.

We are making a very small charge for attendance at the workshops, to cover our costs only (mainly catering). CGS RaVE will provide all facilities, a copy of teaching materials and morning tea, lunch and afternoon tea for $12.00 for each day. There is adequate parking at the School and those travelling a significant distance will find that Canberra is unlike other cities in that there are no significant traffic issues.

We hope you will be able to take up this opportunity. Please let us know by June 24th (end of Term Two for us) if you do or do not plan to attend, and how many of you there are. If you know of any other schools in the wider ACT Region who might be interested, please pass this invitation on to them but also let us know that you have done so.
